 Israel is an Associated Country to the European Union's Horizon 
Europe R&I framework program, which allows Israeli industries 
to participate in most calls for proposals on equal terms with EU 
Member States.  

 Participation in Horizon Europe enables Israeli companies to 
access the European market, find international partners, 
strengthen their R&D quality, and expand their operations 
globally. 

 Israeli industry has a strong history of participation and success 
in the EU's R&I programs, excelling in areas such as ICT, health, 
advanced manufacturing, food, and biotechnology.  

 In July 2025, the European Commission proposed to partially 
suspend the participation of Israeli entities in the EIC Accelerator 
program. This is a targeted measure in response to the 
humanitarian situation in Gaza and does not affect other parts of 
Horizon Europe, such as collaborative research projects (Pillar 
II) or grants for individual researchers. The suspension 
specifically targets the EIC Accelerator's mixed grant and equity 
investments for start-ups and SMEs with potential dual-use 
applications (e.g., cybersecurity, AI, drones). The proposal 
requires a qualified majority vote in the Council of the EU to be 
adopted.  

 In the previous program, Horizon 2020, 34% of Israeli 
participants were from industry, with companies securing over 
€180 million in EIC program grants alone. Under Horizon 
Europe (2021-2024), Israeli companies secured €228 million in 
funding, with an additional more than €200 million specifically 
from the EIC Accelerator program before the proposed 
suspension.
